There are a number of issues and concerns raised by the local residents and this is a result of the surveys.
1. The need for a tap in the graveyard and more lighting on Moore church Road.

2. Improve the Traffic Calming measures, readjust the speed limits and extend street lightening in the Moore church Road and Graveyard. 

3. Communicable Picnic Area

4. Improve speed checks and reduce the traffic flow through the village. A request for a by-pass of the village.

5. Improve the flooding and clean up the dirt on the Whitecross Road and junction.

6. A request to leave the Woods at Whitecross in the same condition, not to be touched under any circumstances.

7. Faulty House Alarms at the beginning of the Laytown Road.

8. A social Function of some kind, (not specific)

9. Request for a Mobile Library

10. Weight Restrictions on main road (except buses). 

11. Requests have been made not to allow for a playground in the area.
12. There was an objection to seating being placed in the village.

13. Request for a flower bed at the entrance of the old Laytown Road.

14. Provisions of Broadband Services.

15. Upkeep of verges on the old Laytown Road.

16. A request for 30km speed limit on cul-de-sac.

17. Request for the bus stops to be cleaned up.

18. Request was made for a safe footpath on the Laytown Road.

19. Speed bumps on the road to the bus stop.

20. Increased measures in Traffic Calming. Vandalism to be addressed and a request for a playground.

These are all the issues that arose; some people are also very willing to volunteer their services.
